This year, rather than do battle with the City of Sydney Australia Day 
bureaucracy in trying to organise our usual run as part of the Australia Day 
activities at Cook and Phillip Park in the heart of the city, we said ‘sod it’ and 
went off to a run at Wentworth Falls instead. 
 
The water was cool; the breeze was great and a number of members made 
the trek from the Central Coast, Sydney and elsewhere to join the Blue 
Mountains locals for a sail.
