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Sunday the 15th August brought another great day of weather to Perth for a 
run on the protected crystal clear waters of Sanctuary Waters Estate.  With the 
winter rains, the lake’s water is up to a level where you only have about 2cm or 
room at the top of your rubber boots before the water comes in, so getting the 
ships in and out of the water was a bit more of a handful than usual. 
 
The fleet for the days sailing consisted of HMS Cornwall, HMAS Derwent, 
HMS General Wolfe and HMS Mersey.  Glen Howell had Derwent out quickly 
to give her the first real builder’s trials to check reliability and performance, 
with Mersey on the water acting as escort to bring her back in if required.   
 
Derwent is Glen’s first ship and is being built to represent how she looked 
when he was serving on her in 1989-91; she should be a great sight when 
completed.   
 
Also along for the day was Andrew Kemp’s Royal Navy WW1 monitor HMS 
General Wolfe, this is going to be another fine period model joining the fleet 



 

with her distinctive 18 inch gun on the stern making her presence felt as she 
steadily passes you by.
